ANÁLISIS	ARTÍSTICO

Saint	Jerome	is	shown	turning	slightly,	seated	on	a	throne	of	clouds.	He	is	bald	and	has	a	beard,
and	is	dressed	in	cardinal's	robes.	He	is	about	to	write	in	a	book	with	a	quill,	and	is	accompanied
by	a	lion	with	a	blackish	coat	and	open	jaws	which	is	positioned	at	his	feet.

This	pendentive	occupies	the	corner	of	the	Epistle	side	furthest	from	the	presbytery.
